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Abstract

Usually Data warehouse is defined as a collection of data that is subject oriented, integrated and time
variant for the purpose of management’s decision processes. Data warehouses are designed to
facilitate reporting and analysis. The Data Warehouse environment enables to link information from
diverse sources and make the information accessible for a variety of user purposes, most notably,
strategic analysis. Data Warehousing requires both business and technical expertise and involves many
activities. In the beginning it is necessary to identify the business information and to prioritize subject
areas to be included in the Data Warehouse. This paper concerns the tendencies in the development of
the scope of Data Warehouse. They follow the process of enlarging and complexness of the data stored
nowadays, the increasing number of data sources of different type and the necessity of integration of
the data in order to provide more powerful information for the purposes of the management,
marketing, financial and all other activities in the fast growing and rapidly changing business
environment.

The problems of requirements gathering, validating the model with the end users and identifying the
sources of the data are discussed. In order to adapt to the ongoing change of the business, semantically
temporal data (data that undergoes changes) should be separated from semantically static data, which
does not change over time. The life cycle, the structure and the integrity of the data, as well as the spiral
methodology of DW 2.0 are discussed.
