Abstract: The Hutsul region is one of the most researched historical and
ethnographic areas of Ukraine and the Carpathian region. In the research on the Hutsul
folk costume in the collection of the Seweryn Udziela Ethnographic Museum in Krakow,
it is important to take into consideration several important factors. Firstly, the
chronological framework determines the fact that the Hutsul traditional attire, for
example from the mid-19th century and the interwar period, differed in typology,
fabrics, materials andways of decorating, which is related to the historical and socio-
cultural changes that took place at that time. The present collection of the Hutsul folk
costumes stored at the MEK has been developed in several stages and is related to the
history of two museums: the Museum of Technology and Industry (closed in 1950) and
the National Museum in Krakow, where most of the MTP collections were transferred
after its liquidation.

Abstract: The article tells the story of an exhibit from the fund “Musical
Instruments and Ritual Properties” of REM - Plovdiv. It is an extremely rare three-joint,
turned kaval, made of cornel-tree, with three sleeves made of horn, with engraved
belts and semi-concentric circles. It is inlaid with rich metal decoration. It was used at
the end of the XIX century in the village of Chitak (now Byala Reka), Plovdiv region. It
belonged to the kaval player Radyu Yordanov Enev, born in 1862. He participated in the
first competition for kaval players, held on September 20, 1898 in Plovdiv with this
kaval. Its introduction to the public is related to the exhibition “The Song of Wood”,
with which REM - Plovdiv has presented itself in a number of cities in the country and
abroad, as well as during “Plovdiv - European Capital of Culture”.

The process of collecting dialect material in
a card-index and its use in lexicographic and linguo geographical scientific works is
described. The ways for enriching the dialectal archival heritage with new lexical units
and the modern means for its preservation and popularization (digitalization, creation
of interactive dictionaries, interactive maps, etc.) are indicated. The importance of
dialect archives for the study of the history of the Bulgarian literary language and of
the traditional folk culture is emphasized.

However, the focus of the digital unit is not on the architectural ensemble
and urban planning - as on the historical reference for the person or event related to
the monument in question. Through various methods of work, an attempt was made to
preserve part of the history of the city - preserving its memory in digital format.
