URBAN PLANNING OF THE SOUTHEAST PART OF TRAPEZITSA IN THE LIGHT OF THE

Abstract

After the 30’s of the 13" century and until the end of the Tarnovo Kingdom
in the south-east sector of Trapezitsa a specific urban planning was taking shape.
Over several ledges are built some of the most significant Metropolitan churches,
such as church Ne 3, 4 and 14, as well as a large closed ensemble near church Ne3,
related to an eminent representative of the ecclesiastical hierarchy — most likely the
bishop of this second in significance Metropolitan fort.

Immediately south of the episcopate is attached a large duplex building,
with an imposing appearance — columns and an arch construction. From the east it
ends with an apse. There are no traces of mural paintings on the plastered walls.
Among the findings there is a vessel with an image of the Star of David. It is possible
that this building had social and religious functions and was related to the Jewish
people, who inhabited this fort during the 13"-14" centuries of Metropolitan Tarnovo.

Abstract

In Macedonia, and also in the Balkans, the first visual documentaries on
film were filmed by the Janaki brothers in 1905. Apart from everyday life, they
recorded festivals, weddings and rites. Their films testify to rituals and events from
the beginning of the 20th century and are valuable visual documents for studies of
material, spiritual and social culture, especially of Macedonians and Viachs.

In 1923, Arsenie Jovkov wrote the screenplay for the documentary
"Macedonia 1923". It features short sequences depicting boys and girls coming out of
church, pouring tap water, laundry, flower-boy games and folk dances.

In 1935, the first Macedonian cameramen made documentaries about the
events in Macedonia.

After the Second World War, organized documentary filmmaking began,
among them a number of themes of traditional culture.

From 1954 the Ethnological Museum of Macedonia started to make
documentaries. Understandably the themes of these films are traditional life,

New impetus for Macedonian ethnology in the field of visual registration
of culture is gained at the beginning of the nineties of the 20th century when
ethnologists from the Museum of Macedonia discovered the visual expression as a
medium through which they present the results of their work. The ceremonies and
rituals were usually filmed.

Audiovisual material has emerged from people recording their own events,
recording part of their lives.

But what about ethnological films after being eventually promoted and
shown on television, or participating in several festivals?

The film often remains unavailable to interested specialists or audiences

The question arises whether there is a system that makes film documents
accessible to the expert and the general public?

Currently, there is no such system, a reference center for ethnological film
and audiovisual documentation in Macedonia. Given the increasing activity in the
field of visual ethnology / anthropology and the production of a large number of
ethnological / anthropological content documentaries, the establishment of such a
center is imminent.

The most important thing that should be the main activity of this center is
to create an archive of ethnological / anthropological documentary films and
ethnological / anthropological audiovisual recordings and easy access to that archive
for those who are interested to consult it.

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In a word, the center would enable the ethnological / anthropological
documentary to be a communication channel between ethnologists, anthropologists,
folklorists and the general public.

The Bashkir bait "Sak and Suk" is one of the most popular poetic works of
folk oral poetry. Bait is widespread among the Bashkirs, Tatars and Chuvash. This
article is devoted to the study of parallels in the plots of the Bashkir texts of the
mythological bait "Sak-Suk" with the tales and legends of the Bulgarian people about
the cuckoo (owl) and the owl. It turned out that these folklore works have a similar
plot basis: the mother curses her naughty children and turns them into birds that are
not destined to meet each other. The differences are only in the names of the birds,
although in the two peoples the main characters turn into night birds from the owl
family. And in some cases, in Bulgarian folklore works, one of the heroes (mainly a
daughter) turns into a cuckoo.

Abstract

The text is based on the modern understanding of heritage, explicated in
strategic international documents, which highlights it as an inseparable set of natural
and cultural values and emphasizes the individual and collective responsibility for its
preservation. This understanding changes the approach to the protection of species
and ecosystems from "separate, independent” of human cultural and social needs to
an approach that integrates the cultural dimensions of biological objects and
phenomena.

Based on observations from different parts of Bulgaria, carried out in
recent years, aspects of valorization and socialization of local biocultural resources
are commented. The focus is on the potential of plant diversity, the associated
traditional ecological knowledge for the conservation of local genetic resources, for
the construction of a specific cultural landscape and the reconstruction of local
identity. Attention is paid to directions for economic valuation of biocultural heritage
through food with geographical indications ("Protected designation of origin" and
"Protected geographical indication") and tourism as a material incentive for the
maintenance and development of local plant genetic resources and the foods
produced from them.

Preservation of cultural heritage includes rethinking cultural resources
and traditions, revitalization or transformation of local heritage in view of today's
needs. Institutions such as the museum and the community center, as well as local
groups and communities that want to preserve specific aspects of cultural heritage
and pass them on to future generations, have an important role to play in this process.
The cultural event is a place for presentation and communication with various
aspects of heritage, one of the forms of socialization and popularization of valued
knowledge and skills.

Abstract

In the epoch of globalisation, the understanding of cultural traditions is
very changeable. In contemporary ethnology, denoting something as “tradition”
becomes an act of interpretation, a way of selecting and labelling. The understanding
of tradition as a given generation’s attitude towards its past and the culture of the
past can enable us to analyse and argue the ways of managing cultural heritage in the
contemporary world, as well as to analyse traditions and cultural heritage as a basis
of national identity. In the conditions of pan-European mobility and digitalized world
the place of cultural heritage in the process of construction of multidimensional
identities is very changeable but enduring important — more and more cultural
heritage exists in the Internet.

The main questions that the author raises are: What are traditions and
cultural heritage — the real patterns of behaviour from the past, the markers of ethnic
and national identity, or the “souvenirs” and tourist attractions? Where does
tradition end and where does its contemporary interpretation as cultural heritage
begin? How is tradition “modernised” and “invented”? What will be the destiny of
our Bulgarian cultural peculiarities in the conditions of pan-European mobility —
local curiosities for tourists and our guests from “Europe”, or “cultural heritage”,
the basis of our identity?

In another field study in the region of the Ivanovo rock-hewn monasteries,
led by Evgeni Koev, a rock-hewn church was found in the area of the Monastery
Complex “The Baptistery”. This specific site is a rock-hewn temple which has a
unique location at the ground level of the rock wreath. It has not been documented in
previous studies of this area. The church has a carefully shaped and processed
eastern half. There is a carved characteristic absid in eastern direction, replacing the
holy throne, a prosthetic niche and a replica of the rock-hewn Viadish throne. For the
first time, the rock-hewn church is mapped and described in detail, giving a specific
interpretation of the time of its construction and use, as well as showing the specific
purpose of the temple and the adjacent monastic cells.

Abstract

Study of Ukrainian folk embroidery at the beginning of the XXI century
has some different features from previous period. Methods remain relevant: the study
of museum items, analysis of artefacts preserved in private and public collections,
elaboration of archives, graphics and photographs, field research, in the context of
which the key is the narrative method. At the beginning of the XXI century they are
closely related with digitization of existing items (embroidery fragments, clothing and
interior textiles decorated with embroidery, archival documents, patterns, graphic
and photo sources, etc.). This greatly expands the possibility of research, opens up
new, unknown before facts about some of Ukrainian collections. For example, the
part of folk embroidery samples from Western regions of Ukraine collected by Olha
Bachynska, was transferred to the Lviv National Museum (Ukraine) in 1926. During

field research, another part of the collection was discovered in Stryi (Lviv region,

Ukraine), where the collector lived. Elaboration of Vienna's digitized museum
collections revealed samples from the same collection in Vienna Ethnographic
Museum (Austria). The samples were identified by the features of materials, sizes,
embroidered ornaments, some of which resonate with the samples from Ukrainian
parts of collection.

Abstract

On May 6th, 1846 (O.S.), the Prince of Serbia Aleksandar Karadordevié
and senior Serbian government delegation, consisting of: Avram Petronijevi¢ Steki¢ —
personal representative of the Prince (Prime Minister) and Minister of Foreign
Affairs, cavalier, Milosav Zdravkovi¢ Resavac — member of the State Council,
cavalier, Stevan Petrovi¢ Kni¢anin — member of the State Council, Lazar Arsenijevi¢
Batalaka — member of the State Council and Kapu-kehaya (Chief Diplomatic
Representative) to the Ottoman Government in Constantinople, cavalier, Timotej
Knezevi¢ — First Secretary of the Olffices of the Prince and of the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs, lieutenant colonel cavalier Lazar Arandelkovié and Aleksandar Trifkovié —
adjutants of the Prince, Khalil Hamdi Effendi — scribe of the Prince in Turkish, Dr.
Otto — court physician, etc., visited the Bulgarian school in Polikraishte — a standard
for Bulgarian school and Bulgarian educational work in 1846 and attended a service
in Bulgarian in the Bulgarian church ,,St. Martyr Marina“ in Polikraishte. The
distinguished guests are on a state visit. They arrive to meet with Sultan Abdul Majid
1 in Kazanlak, to get acquainted personally with the most prominent Bulgarians, to
establish educational, church and economic relations, to study the Bulgarian church
and school work, and to gain experience from them. The school in Polikraishte is one
of the oldest Bulgarian schools, which immediately after its establishment rises to a
level equal to and higher than that of the Greek ones. The existence in 1846 in
Polikraishte (100 houses then) of a Bulgarian school in a brand new building, of a
Bulgarian church, of a Bulgarian priest and teacher supported by the village, is a
spiritual feat of the Founder priest Georgi Poluganov and of his father Chorbadji
Marin Poluganov, with whose support the first building was raised especially for a
school. Moreover, then the percentage of pupils in Polikraishte is between two and a
half to five times higher than in the center of education Gabrovo. The visit of the
Prince of Serbia to Polikraiste is an exceptional historical event. It proves the great
authority enjoyed by the school here at that time, for two decades becoming one of the
most important educational centers in Bulgaria with fame — crossed the borders of the
Ottoman Empire. In Polikraishte, Prince Alexander Karadordevi¢ achieved another
of his goals, as well — he met some of the most eminent Bulgarians of the era —
Chorbadji Marin Poluganov, priest Georgi Poluganov and Hadji Enyo Dachev, and
not only that, but also spent the night in the home of the first two with his ministers.

Abstract

The subject of this study is the chronicle of the Kapinovo monastery ,,St.
Nicolai the Wonderworker”. The royal monastery was founded in 1272 with the
patronage of King Constantine Tych-Assen. It is one of the oldest and largest
Bulgarian monasteries. During the Ottoman rule, it was pillaged, devastated and set
ablaze by kardzhalii (turkish outlaws). It was rebuilt twice in 1835 and 1856. During
the Revival it was a significant spiritual, enlightenment and revolutionary center. It is
closely linked to the struggles for an independent church, nationwide education and
political freedom. In 1830 a monastery school was founded there. Freedom fighters
sougters refuge in the monastery: Velchova plot 1835, Captain Dyado Nikola's
uprising 1856, Hadji Stavreva rebellion 1862. Under the Russo-Turkish wars (1877-
1878) the monastery shelters refugees from the town of Elena, which was burned
down by the Turks in November 1877. A Russian military infirmary for the wounded
warriors was also organized. Lientenant Colonel Georgi Ulagai and 32 Russian
soldiers are buried in the yard of the monastery. Four monks from the holy cloister
have reached the pinnacles of hierarchical service by being elected bishops. The
monastery is seen as a fortress of Bulgarian spirituality and guardian of our cultural
and historical heritage.

The large numbers of material culture’s objects that originate from
Ukrainian territories of the late XIX — mid XX centuries are preserved in Polish
museum and archival institutions. The main groups can be distinguished: museum
collections of ethnography and art, archival documents and photo libraries (negatives
and photo prints). Polish specialists, who have been digitizing such collections for
long time, also deal with Ukrainian material, often involving Ukrainian scholars for
attribution. A large part of the material is posted online (sometimes as separate
projects), which provides an opportunity to get acquainted with Ukrainian cultural
heritage of wide audience (most often associated with ethnographic Hutsul and Bojko
Regions), for example, photos of Hutsuls and Hutsul life by Gonsiorovsky,
Poddembsky, Dutkevych, Senkovsky. Most digitized objects are stored on institutions'
servers, and scientists are given access to information during their research. Further
usage of these documents by scientists is regulated by the legislation of the European
Union and the relevant institution. Within the framework of Polish-Ukrainian
cooperation, digital copies are transferred to Ukraine, such as part of T. Shevchenko
Scientific Society's archive, the original copy of which are kept in Warsaw. In this
way, the objects of Ukrainian cultural heritage become available for knowledge to the
wide audience.

Abstract

The issue of access to specialized information on the Internet is very
relevant. Thus folklore texts are often poorly structured, scattered across different
sites, archives and libraries, which does not allow an effective search. To summarize
the materials on the folklore of the peoples of Siberia and the Far East, the electronic
portal "Folklore of the peoples of Siberia" is called. The database of the portal is full
text, bilingual and multimedia. For now it is represented by several corps of texts: in
Altai, Alutor, Buryat, Koryak, Khakass, Shor and Khanty languages with line by line
translation into Russian. The text is associated with other types of resources: audio,
video, photo, musical decoding, which allows to present the folk tradition in the most
complete, approximate to living format. The portal system combines two types of
ontologies. The first ontology contains hypertext information, which is used to
attribute folk texts that are placed in the portal database (Title, Title in national
language, Language, Dialect, Speech, Genre, Time of record, Place of record,
Performer etc.). The ontology that is developed on the basis of the Knowledge Portal
(development of an Institute of Informatics Systems SB RAS) is used for marking
inside texts. The ontological markup tool is quite flexible and allows a scholar to
solve a variety of research problems. The ontology “Cultural universals of the
peoples of Siberia” is currently under development.

Abstract

Interactive concepts facilitate the development of various types of interface
between human and machine. In the field of visual arts what occurs in addition to the
spiritual conformity of the observer and the physical presence is another process -
that of perception and action. In interactive works of art, these two processes overlap.
Participants in the interaction influence the emerging artistic object to a certain
extent, and therefore its aesthetic peculiarities. Idea content is revealed only after the
observers encounter the interactive artwork and through their actions become
involved in the creative experience. The human being as a participant and an agent is
at the core of experimental research and development of interactive tools.

Interactivity and digital media become identity creation instruments which
make people move. They await imminent communication forms and indeliberately
spur innovation. This is best exemplified by game consoles, which are a major
catalyst in interaction development. They reveal new ways of perceiving while at the
same time disclose the potential for alternative forms of visual communication.

The research and analysis work allowed for the development of the
authored project "INTERACTION WITH A TECHNOLOGICAL ORGANISM". The
basic principles for the creation of the artwork rely on the experience of the
participants, not on the implementation of interactive technologies. The purpose of
the project is to facilitate the experience for each participant by provoking it or
obtaining knowledge about it. Experience can take many forms, ranging from
amusement to fear, from conquest to creativity, danger, difficulty, pleasure. These are
all principles which were followed in the process of creating the interactive work.
Thus, the project became a laboratory for creative and scientific research through
which we drew certain important conclusions about the perceptions and actions of the
observing participants regarding the interactive art installations.

Whereas the second type characterizes the countries with well-developed
economies — in Western Europe and the USA.

There are not many researches made about the Populism in Bulgaria.
Political scientists start using the word in the last decade and it is applicable to all
parties. Georgi Karasimeonov and Daniel Smilov, argue that Simeon Saxe-Coburg-
Gotha is the first Bulgarian populist leader. Even after his government, the people
still look for someone “to save” them, which only proves that Populism is not over
and it is something useful because it brings hope.

Jallikattu is an ancient heroic sporting event of the Tamils.It is played
during the harvest festival of Pongal certain districts of Tamil Nadu Trichy,
Pudukkottai, Sivagangai, and Madurai.The baiting of bulls is a symbol of martial art
tradition in Tamil heritage,Sangam Literature mentioned Jallikattu as Eru
Thazhuvuthal and Manju virattu. It is a traditionally mean it literally, embrace the
bull. The sangam literature text “kalithokai explained jallikattu.”" The Kangayam
breed, is released into a crowd of people and multiple human participants attempt to
grab the large hump of the bull with both arms and hang on to it while the bull
attempts to escape “Catching a bull by its horns” a”. This ancient sport that is deeply
enmeshed in the rural way of life and worship of local deities. In the modern context
,it is conducted as a part of one week festivities associated with the festival of Pongal
.The day after Pongal is called as maattupongal.Mattupongal is dedicated to bovine
farming animals when they are decorated, celebrated and worshipped. Traditionally,
bull-taming was the test that would prove a man’s virility. Any man who successfully
competed in the sport was considered a hero and could win the bull-owner’s
daughter. Women who likes to marry such a brave man. Ancient Tamil literature
speaks of cattle with great respect and explores the depth and nuances of the animal-
man relationship. Cattle was equated to wealth, and till today, rearing and taming
bulls is a passion for many who grow up watching and training for this sport. For
many Tamil people, jallikattu is part of a precious heritage that they have been
fighting to keep alive. While there are two views on jallikattu the one is masculinity
tradition is steeped in Tamil culture and the other is the only way to keep the native
cattle breeds from going extinct. This article discuss the various aspects like that how
Jjallikatu "symbolizes manliness”, participating in or watching jallikattu is also held
up as proof of bravery by the men who take part a way of demonstrating his manhood
, a man who become a hero tames an overlord's bull and turns it into a challenge to
power and authority. The idioms of velour and honor how closely associated with the
questions of masculinity found various forms in jallikattu. More over this article
discusses how it is a platform to perform and re-establish male virility and dominance
and how the youths used this sport as an opportunity to show their masculine powers.
